TRUSTEES REPORT

The Trustees present their annual report together with the audited accounts of the Trust for the year ended 31st December 2013.
Background History

The Bodle Street Green Village Hall Trust was established by Trust Deed on 19th December 1923 and registered as a charity under number 227875 on 30th January 1964.

Principal Objects

The main objects of the Trust, as laid out in the Trust Deed, are to hold the Village Hall and any associated buildings and land for the enjoyment, use and occupation of the inhabitants of the Ecclesiastical Parish of Bodle Street Green irrespective of creed or religious sect for all purposes of instruction, amusement, recreation and social life.

Review of the Activities

Throughout 2013, the hall provided the focus for a wide range of village activities with a high level of usage particularly in the evenings.  The Bodle Street Women’s Institute held their monthly events in the Hall together with a number of lunches and teas for visiting charitable organisations. The Bodle Street Green Gardening Club held six of their monthly lectures in the Hall together with a Plant Sale in May and the Annual Flower Show in August.  The Villages Luncheon Club met on the 3rd Monday of each month. The Short Mat Bowls and The Herstmonceux Folk Dancers met every Monday and Wednesday evening respectively with the Herstmonceux Table Tennis Club meeting on Thursday evenings.  A local Pilates Group meets on Wednesday, Thursday and Friday mornings throughout the year. Private hirings for wedding receptions, parties and one-off events organised by local societies continued at a reasonable level.
Warbleton Parish Council held 5 of its regular monthly meetings (May, June, July, September & November ) in the Hall and between July and December held its fortnightly planning meeting in the Hall on a Tuesday morning using the broadband connection and large screen TV.  The Hall was also used as a Polling Station in Parish, District, County and National elections.

Bodle Street (St. John’s) Parochial Church Council used the hall for their Annual Meeting which was followed by Supper and also on a number of occasions for social events following Church Services such as Harvest and the Carol Service.   The Women’s World Day of Prayer Service for the Benefice Churches was held in the Hall on 1st March.

On 6th October, Bodle Street W.I prepared a tea for those attending the RAFA Memorial Service for a ‘Battle of Britain’ pilot killed near the Village and on Tuesday 5th November, the Green was used by the White Horse Inn for a Fireworks Display and Bonfire.  The Bridge Club met occasionally throughout the year.
The ‘Film Club’, established by the Committee in 2012, continued to meet on the last Friday evening of each month.  The club continues to attract over 60 members with most members attending each showing.  
The committee has recorded its appreciation of the continued grant of £300.00 from the Parish Council towards the maintenance of the Green and to the Gardening Club for providing hanging baskets by the entrance and maintaining the flower bed between the Hall and White Horse Inn car parks.  
Following the review in 2012 of the Hall facilities when three shortcomings were identified as needing improvement namely; the size of the kitchen, lack of storage and the limited space in the entrance hall,  plans were agreed for a 4 metre front extension coupled with a 1.5 metre side extension.  Applications for planning permission and full building regulation approval were submitted to Wealden District Council and approved early in 2013.  The Committee agreed to establish a designated project fund to raise approximately £20,000.00 prior to making applications to funding authorities.  The first events in aid of the Project Fund were a Jumble Sale in August and an Auction of Promises in September both of which were very successful.  The committee was also grateful to individual donors who contributed generously to the fund which by the end of the year had reached £9,564.00
Financial Review

The full accounts are detailed on pages 5 to 9 of this report.  Income from Hiring Charges increased to £8,591 (£7,706 in 2012) not only covered the normal running expenses of the Hall at £6,891 (£6,530 in 2012) but also made a small contribution towards routine maintenance.  In the later part of the year events were held in aid of the Project Fund so the net income from other events was only £941 (£2,171 in 2012) with a further income of £791 coming from donations, grants and interest towards the costs of maintaining the Hall and Grounds.   The Film Club showed a surplus of £1,313 (£1,429 in 2012) which does, however, not take into account any charges for the use of the hall or its equipment.  Fees for drawing up the plans for the extension and obtaining planning and building regulation approval amounted to £1,895. Income from events and donations for the Project Fund amounted to £9,564. Despite the one-off costs for the extension plans and after allowing for depreciation of £3,044 on the building and equipment, there was an overall excess of income over expenditure of £7,402.

4. TANGIBLE FIXED ASSETS 
Depreciation

Depreciation is provided on all tangible fixed assets at rates calculated to write off the cost of each asset evenly over its expected useful life, as follows:

Land & Buildings:  The land on which the Hall and Green are situated is held in trust and is not valued.  The new Hall, built in 1998, cost £150,170.00 to build.  The cost of the Hall is being written off over 80 years with an annual depreciation of £1,877.00.   Depreciation provided in previous years amounted to £28,413.00 and a further £1,877 was provided in 2013 giving a total depreciation of £30,290 at the end of 2013.  The residual value of the Hall is £119,880.00

Fixture & Fittings: During 2012, purchases totaled £4,669.00 to be depreciated over 4 years at £1,167 per annum.  Depreciation provided during 2012 was £1,167.00 with a further £1,167 provided in 2013 leaving a residual value at 31st December 2013 of £2,335.00.
